They took the project a step further, giving the field a complete overhaul including new 
dugouts, a two-story concession stand/press box, a practice field and stadium lights.  
 
“Between the weeds and rocky gravel, our little league field was in rough shape,” said Terry 
Potter, Mayor of the Village of New Berlin. “Thanks to Agro Farma, over 100 players and their 
families have a new space to call home where they can spend time together.” 
 
The celebration kicks off on Friday at 6 p.m. at 7 School Street in New Berlin, NY, 13411; and 
will conclude with fireworks at 10 p.m.  Debuting at the event will be the Chobani Champions 
Tour bus, which hits the country later this year. There will also be performances by local artists, 
and special appearances from area Mayor, Terry Potter, and former Major League Baseball 
Player, Tommy John.
